How to Write a Thematic Essay
In order to collect ideas about the themes in a text…
1. Name a central problem or issue that the characters face in the story.
2. Reflect on parts of the story that pertain to this problem.
3. Think to yourself, “What is this story teaching me about this problem or issue?”
4. Ask yourself how different characters relate to the issue.
5. Write about your ideas using evidence from the text to support your claim.
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
